FIRE SAFETY RECOMMENDATION

A. QONSTRUCTION

The floor area exceeds 750 m shall be suitably compartmented by separation walls up
to ceiling level having at least two hours fire resisting capacity.

2.| The interior finish decoration of the building shall be made low flame spread
materials conforming I.S. specifications.

3.| Provision of ventilation at the crown of the central core-duct of the building shall be
provided.

4.| Arrangement shall have to be made for sealing all the vertical ducts by the materials
of adequate fire resisting capacity.

B. STAIRCASE

I.| The staircase of the building shall have permarent vents at the top and openable
| sashes at each floor level in the external wall of the building.

2.| All the staircases should reach the terrace of the building connecting all floor levels,

C. FIRE FIGHTING WATER

I. | Underground water reservoir having water capacity of 50,000 Liters capacity
exclusively for firefighting purpose with replenishing arrangement of minimum @
650 LPM preferably from two different sources of water supply shall be provided.
The fire water reservoir shall have overflow arrangement with the domestic water
reservoir as well as to avoid stagnancy of water. The water reservoir shall be kept full
at all time.

2. | Provision should be made for injection of water in the fire water reservoir from the
existing pond adjacent to the premises in case of emergency through suction hose.

E. DETECTION, ALARM AND SUPRESSION SYSTEM

Auto fire alarm system with smoke / thermal detectors as per suitability shall be
installed in community hall, gymnasium, electricgl rooms and indoor games areas.

2. Manual Call Boxes incorporating with sounders should be installed in all floor areas
of all the blocks in such a manner that the maximum travel distance is not more than
22.50 m in order to reach any of the call points.

3.| Microprocessor based Fire Alarm Panel with adequate number of loops/zones should
| be installed connected with main panel at the Fire| Control Room having direct dialing
facility to the local fire station.

4.| Hooters will be sounded in such a manner so |that an operation of a detector or
manual call point hooters will be sounded on the|same floor and immediate alternate

floor.

5. | Public Address system
Public address system linked between all areas and control room shall have to be

established.

6. | All the installation shall satisfy 1.S. 2189 (as amended) and the code of practice as
laid down in the NBC part 4.

Fire Notice for fire fighting and evacuation fro;n the building shall be prepared and
be displayed at all vulnerable places of the buildigng.

3| Floor numbers and directional sign of escape route shall be displayed prominently.

4. The security staff shall be conversant with installed fire fighting equipments of the
building and to operate in the event of fire and testing.

5.| Arrangement shall have to be made for regular checking, testing and proper
maintenance of all the fire safety installation andiequipments installed in the building
| to keep them in perfectly good working conditions at all times.

6.| Mock fire practice and evacuation drill shall be performed periodically with
